child home until you can 
see your doctor and 
have him treated.  By  
state regulations,  

children are required to be kept out of 
school after experiencing a fever above 
100, vomiting or diarrhea.  They must be 
free of symptoms without medication for 
at least 24 hours before returning.  
Thanks for your cooperation.  We want 
everyone to stay healthy!

We are all aware of security issues these 
days, and while there is no way to abso-
lutely guarantee everyone’s safety at all 
times, there is one way that you can help 
us.

Outdoor Play 
 

Children should have some time every 
day in outdoor play. In fact, our state 
regulations require that children have 
some outdoor time each day if at all pos-
sible. Children love to play outdoors and 
often seem better able to tolerate a 
wide variety of weather than parents 
who stay in heated and air-conditioned 
cars and homes. It helps to remember 
that some people work outside in just 
about all kinds of weather. Children need 
to learn they can go out when the weath-
er is not perfect.  
 
Outdoor play enhances overall develop-
ment.  Changing weather conditions and 
seasons provide rich sensory experienc-
es.  Children learn more about the nature 
they experience than the nature they 
hear or read about.   
 
Children get more colds in the winter - 
not from being outside, but by passing 
germs while in close quarters.  Health 
experts have said that if children are 
well enough to go to school, they are well 
enough to go outside.  Please bring to 
school appropriate clothing so that chil-
dren can enjoy the outdoor experience.  
With our Texas weather, layers of cloth-
ing are always appropriate.  Please be 
sure to label jackets and all clothing 
with your child’s name.  
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
